The last glacial
maximum would have a sea
level about 400 ft lower than
present levels. A 400 ft
contour line runs across the
bay from Estero Point to Point
Buchon, the gray whale path
and a fishing area too.

When WorldCom was
tunneling to lay cable from
Sand Spit View Point to
Seattle and New Zealand
and... they used side-scanning
sonar and found Pinnacles
Hills rising as high as 100ft
from the surface. They had to
encase the cable in a heavy,
flexible conduit. This is about
six miles out.

“" 7\ The black lines
indicate streams that may
have run to the sea. These
include the current Los Osos
and Chorro Creeks that flow
into the present day estuary,
Perhaps some of today’s
smaller creeks like Hazard
Creek, Coon Creek, Old
Creek, San Geronimo Creek?

George Mason also drew in a
sand spit and lagoon.
Ancestors to the Chumash
Indians would have lived near
the shore. In San Diego and
Santa Barbara artifacts have
been recovered from offshore.
George also showed a sample
of peat that was probably
washed in from about 1200 ft
offshore. It was brought in by
big swells and is probably
1500 yrs old. 3 ft slabs were
found north of Hazard Reef.

The continental shelf extends
much further out. At its edge
is the Davidson Seamount
which is not one of the 7 or 9
Sisters (Morro Rock, Black
Hill, Cerro Cabrillo, Hollister
Peak, etc.)
