So how do we view our work and send it to Mr R?

3. Besides saving your Notepad document… Use ‘Save As’ to create an html document which you can view to see your work. Just type ‘.html’ in place of ‘.txt’ at the end of ‘yourname’ and you’ll create an html document! Try it!

4. Clicking on the html document will show you your page. Right click and ‘view source’ will call up the Notepad text file and allow you to make changes. Don’t forget to ‘Save’ from time to time. Just click on ‘Refresh’ html page to view your new changes.

5. After you’ve found three photos and ‘Saved as’ on the desktop. Email them to Mr R or go to mrryonomessages.eboard.com and post a note with your name. The two passwords are math and science. Then ‘attach’ the pictures to your note and click on ‘submit’. 

6. Also you can select a different background for your web page. Just type in the name (say, from the ‘Background’ folder) such as beige006.gif and Mr R will get it for you or you can send it to him if you find some other background you like.

7. The text will have to be succinct! (Short and to the point!) Your links and photos will be an important part of the quality of your web page. Email your html document to yourself so you can work on it at home! Or post it on mrrryonomessages.eboard.com so you can work on it anywhere.
