Internet Research and Publishing

The purposes of this project:

1) Learning some basics of internet research.

2) Gathering and organizing of data on an earth science topic.

3) Learning internet and word-processing skills.

4) ‘Publishing’ on the internet using HTML language.

A. Starting (or making) your own document.

Step 1 - Finding a word processor on your computer.

Either (a) Find an icon on the ‘desktop’ for a word processor such as Microsoft Word.

     or
(b) Click on ‘Start’. Go up to ‘Programs’ and look for a word processor.

     or  (c) Click on ‘Start’. Go up to ‘Programs’, then to ‘Accessories’ and then to Notepad.
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Step 2 - Open up the word processor and click on the ‘File’ menu and select ‘Save As’.


At the top of the new window, next to ‘Save In’ is a thin window. Click on the ‘down triangle’ and select ‘Desktop’.


At the bottom next to ‘File Name’ is another thin window. Type in ‘Your Name’ and click on ‘Save’.


You should be able to find an icon with ‘Your Name’ on it somewhere on the desktop? (Well, maybe not. It’s probably covered up by some window(s).)
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B. Finding our class website and finding a particular page!

Step 1 - Open up a ‘browser’ on your machine.

Either
(a) Find an icon on the desktop for Internet Explorer or for Netscape.

     or  (b) Click on ‘Start’. Go up to ‘Programs’ and look for a browser.

Step 2 - At the top, you’ll see a thin window. Type in our website’s URL (address).


http://www.ryono.net or just ryono.net 

    or  ‘copy and paste’ the address into the window. Ctrl+C means copy. Ctrl+V means paste.


Just in case ryono.net is down, use http://members.fortunecity.com/jryono1
Step 3 - On the ‘sidebar’ to the left, click on ‘X-files’ and then click on ‘Webpage Info’.
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Step 4 - Next click on ‘Template - Reviews of Links’.

Step 1 - We want to copy the ‘source’ (written in html code) that made this page.

Either (a) Use the ‘View’ pull-down menu and click on ‘Source’
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  or (b) Right click in the middle of the screen and select ‘View Source’
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Step 2 - You should be looking at a Notepad document in html code.

Step 3 - Highlight (by clicking and dragging your mouse) the entire text and ‘Copy’ it by 

Either (a) Using the ‘Edit’ pull-down menu and clicking on ‘Copy’

    or   (b) Right clicking in the middle somewhere and selecting ‘Copy’

    or   (c) Using Ctrl-A (to highlight or select all), then Ctrl-C to copy.
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D. Now we paste the html document into our document.


Step 1 - Close up some windows so you can find the icon (small picture) with ‘yourname’ somewhere on the desktop!


Step 2 - Click on it to open it up. Then…

Either (a) Use the ‘Edit’ pull down menu and select ‘Paste’.

     or  (b) Use Ctrl+V to paste into your document.

     or  (c) Right click somewhere in the middle of the document and select ‘Paste’.

E. Now we need to modify our document.


Step 1 - Highlight ‘Earth Science’ and type in ‘your name’.


Step 2 - Highlight ‘Kilauea, Hawaii’ and type in ‘your volcano’.

Step 3 - It’s a good idea to pull-down the ‘File’ menu and click on ‘Save’.

Step 4 - Now for the tricky step. Go to the ‘File’ menu and click on ‘Save As’…

AND… at the bottom by ‘File Name’ type in ‘yourname.html’. Then click on the right ‘Save’. This creates a 2nd file with ‘yourname’ but it will have a different ending. (Your first document was probably ‘yourname.doc’ or ‘yourname.txt’)
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Step 5 - Now close some windows and get to the desktop. There you can click on your second icon on the desktop and… You should see a web page for the html code!

F. We still need to put in the URL’s (addresses) of our links and our reviews!

 (This is the biggie! but it’s something you can do on your own time.)

From the web page, you can open up your ‘source’ or go to the desktop and click on your first document (which is the source of the web page).

You’ll need to ‘copy and paste’ to replace the template’s URL’s.

You’ll need to type in your own titles for each link.

You’ll need a short recommendation about each link.
