The old Pacific Coast Railway Bridge in Pismo Beach, California, is a historic structure
with a rich history tied to the development of the area's agriculture and

commerce. Originally built as the Pismo Wharf in 1881, it was later replaced by a
longer pier in 1924, which was subsequently rebuilt after storms in 1984. The bridge
played a significant role in shipping local products to market and was a vital
transportation link for the region.

Early Wharf (1881):

The original wharf was constructed to facilitate the shipment of agricultural products
from the area, providing a more cost-effective alternative to the railroad.

Storm Damage and Rebuilding:

It was rebuilt and extended, but further storms continued to affect its
integrity.

Pier Reconstruction (1924):

A new, full-length pier was built in 1924, financed and constructed by William
Woodrow Ward, who allowed public access to the pier.

Subsequent Rebuilding:
The pier was rebuilt again in 1984 after being damaged by an El Nino storm.

Present Day:

The pier, with its iconic 4-diamond design, stands today as a landmark and a
testament to Pismo Beach's history. It has been upgraded with steel pilings and other
improvements.
