1943 – Bob’s brother-in-law passes away 

in camp. Went to Manzanar for the service.

Eddie marries Shigeko.

1944 – Hanamura family moved to 

Philadelphia. Bob helped them find an 

Apartment. Kat and his friends cam out to 

Phil. Bob found a larger apartment and all

shared it. 

1945 – Bob started dental school in the fall

of 1944 after taking more classes in the

summer. His father passed away in 

May ’45. Arranged for his family to move 

out to Phila. They came out in September. 

Bought house in Germantown in October.

1941 – Was dating Bob after he graduated from Berkeley. Met Shigeko for the first time at a wiener bake at Cabrillo Beach – last get together and Bob left for East with Ed Maeda.





1942 – all the Japanese families evacuated from California. We went to Utah to do farm work. Lived in Aurora. Met local native Utahins. Dad was released later from Tujunga Camp.





1943 – We moved to Gunnison and did some farming – lost cause. Fukuzaki’s and Hara’s also lived there. Bob came to visit me on his way back to Philadelphia.





1944 – Worked at St Anthony’s Hospital, Denver for about 5 months. Family moved to Murray on the Mori’s farm – lonely year, bearable thanks to old friends. Received news of Atsuchi – died in action November. Went to work in the hospital (Denver) for winter months.





1945 – Bob asked me to join him in Phila. After working in Denver went home to Murray and left for Phila, March 1946. Stopped to visit Tamiko in Chicago.
